Old Style Oracle is the third and final 
project in a family of decks designed in the 
style of antique book engravings from the 
15th-19th centuries. Together with the Old 
Style Lenormand and the Old Style Tarot, 
this deck forms a special set, unified by 
common motifs, patterns and aesthetics. If 
you liked the previous decks in the collec-
tion, I’m sure Old Style Oracle will please 
you with its responsiveness as well.

Old Style Oracle was created as a very 
simple and accessible self-analysis and pre-
diction tool for everyone. You can take the 
deck out of the box for the first time, do

OF THE ORACLE

The mechanics of the Old Style Oracle are 
based on two systems: the chakras and 
archetypal symbols. 

Archetypal symbols are built into our 
collective minds, allowing us to understand 
their meaning intuitively, without any 
training. Whether it’s a mirror symbol, a 
well, or any of the 52 deck images, we have 
no trouble understanding everything they 
carry within them.

The chakra system integrated into the 
oracle will probably interest those readers 
who wish to delve into the numerological, 
color, energy, spiritual and other facets of 
the energy centers of humankind and the 
surrounding world.

When working with the Old Style Oracle, 
you can be guided both by the symbolism of 
the cards and the chakras, which will help 
make your predictions or analysis more 
accurate and comprehensive.

STRUCTURE OF THE 
CARDS

Before you begin studying the oracle, it is 
helpful to read the Table of Symbols on pages 
12–13, also enlarged on the fold-out sheet.

There are 52 cards in the deck: 49 main 
cards and three accent cards. Each card 
correlates to a category (represented by the 
frame) and a number. 

The number refers to the flow, its color, and 
sphere of life (for example: VII, violet, spir-
ituality). The frame indicates the category, 
the chakra, and its color. The title of the 
card indicates its meaning.
