She will only, yet again, look longingly into another 
landscape in the distance. For her to authentically know, enjoy, 
and integrate any external achievement, she must �rst discover 
that she contains within all that she seeks. �is is the same for us 
when we search outside ourselves for a connection with the truth 
of who we are.  

Spirit Self, also referred to as Higher Self, Vital Force, True 
North, or Spirit, is the inner light within that is never lost or

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extinguished. To live according to our inner light is challenging.

She is without 
presumption, judgement, anticipation, or in need of validation 
for her creation; therefore, she fears no disappointment, rejection, 
or failure. Naivety frees her to boldly follow what she is inspired 
to express and immerse herself in the joy of expressing it. 

�e Maiden reminds you that you always have the power 
to change a routine that sti�es your ability to see life with the 
excitement, possibility, and magic of a child. She encourages the 
reawakening of your innate radical curiosity and openness. May 
you enjoy a return to your fresh and unique perspective. May you 
also allow yourself to express what inspires you creatively. Radical 
curiosity is the Maiden’s alchemy, and yours, too. 

Maiden’s Message:
Radical curiosity inspires creativity.

She 
pours her Spirit Self ’s energy from one cup directly into the other 
with no spillage. She appears to be relaxed and in a state of play as 
her intuitive pouring is achieved with exceptional precision. �is 
demonstrates the potential of one’s inner knowing and guidance 
to wield results that are superior to those of logic and reason.

Now is a time to prioritise play. It is through playfulness that 
you open yourself to receive solutions to problems. At every age, 
play is the gi	 to yourself that keeps giving.
